S.T.AR. Summer at BHSA 2011

Here is a step-by-step guide to enrolling in our summer program. The S.T.A.R. Summer
Program is for students that have completed Kindergarten — 12 years only. Those students
2.5 years — 5 years and have not yet entered Kindergarten are enrolled in our Summer
Garden.

There are two tuition rates that apply for full day enrollments. The complete summer
program (June 6™ — August 19™) for $1765 includes all field trip costs, a splash town
season pass and a discounted tuition rate and pays on a schedule of $295 deposit and five
subsequent payments of $295 on ,June 1*, June 15", July 1%, July 15" and Aug. 1*.
Students may arrive as early as 6:30 AM and stay as late as 6:30 PM. The deposit must
be received in order to hold the spot. My recommendation is to pay your summer deposit
on May 1*.

Tuition for students by the week is $165 per week and must be paid in full for all weeks
to ensure enrollment. Students may arrive as early as 6:30 AM and stay as late as 6:30
PM. Field trip fees are not included.

Registration for the complete summer program begins March 21* and is given the first
spaces.

Pre-registration for “by the week” begins April 15" and “by the week™ enrollments will
begin May 1°. If this is your choice, pre-register to be at the top of the list.

Registering:
1. Go to www.bara-hambright.com
2. Click on S.T.A.R. Summer
3. Click on “register” button
4. Complete the form and click send

Enrollment:
1. Print and fill out any new forms we do not currently have on file
2. Turn in forms with *deposit payment of $295 or **weekly rate in full
*Deposits must be paid to hold the space
**Those enrolling by the week must pay for those weeks in full to hold the space

FAQ’s

How do I hold a space for my child?
Complete the enrollment process along with deposit or payments (we accept credit cards)
Space is limited so please register early.

What about the cost of field trips?
Field trip costs are included in the full summer enrollment tuition
By the week enrollments pay for field trips as they come

When do students leave on field trip days?
Field trips generally take place in the morning and students return by 3:00 PM

How often do students go on field trips?
Each group gets at least one a week. This year we will be going to Splash Town once a
week.

Will my child need any special clothing or shoes?

This summer boys will wear white t-shirts and black shorts or athletic pants while girls
will wear their black class leotard with your choice of black bottoms such as shorts,
skorts or jazz pants. Boys and girls can choose either ballet shoes or jazz shoes to be
worn indoors and in the studio. Current students shouldn’t need anything new.
(Swimming attire on swim days)

What kinds of activities will they be doing?

Our summers are an extension of the S.T.A.R. Program with a summer fun twist. They get
at nice balance of recreational activities like swimming, parks, game play and hang- out
time, plus focused arts activities like painting, ceramics, comedy iprov, hip hop, cheer
team, tumbling, and martial arts.

What if we go on vacation?

You may go on vacation or miss days anytime you choose. One of the benefits of
enrolling for the whole summer, is a volume discount. Your timely payments ensure that
your space is available when you return.

Will my deposit be returned if I change my mind prior to the start of the Summer
Program?
There are no refunds for deposits made prior to the start of the Summer Program

What happens if I chose the discounted complete summer program rate and I leave
the program early?

Withdrawals will include a revised tuition obligation billed at the weekly

and or daily rate and incur an early withdrawal fee of $200.00
